Standish Fire-EMS was called to The Richville Chapel in Standish for a reported fully 

involved Structure fire at 1317. On arrival at 1323 we found an 1800 historic Church full 

involved with fire. Firefighters had to fight the fire from the exterior the Church was a 

loss.  

 

The Richville Chapel located at 5 Mosely Road situated between Mosely Road and Route 

114 is a small seasonal congregation.   

 

Water was supply from a near by brook. Manpower was very limited given it was a 

weekday fire.  

 

The fire was under control at 1430  

 

 There were no injuries to civilians or Fire Personnel.
