At 01:26 am todays date Standish Fire-EMS received a call from the resident at 12 

Watchic Road 21 reporting that their home was on fire.   

 

Crews arrived 12 minutes from the time of call to find heavy fire showing from the single 

family permanent mobile home.  

 

The two occupants and their animals awoke to smoke and fire in the residence and were 

able to evacuate.  

 

Water had to be trucked in with Tankers to suppress the flames as there is no water 

source in the immediate area. 

 

The residence is a total loss; the cause is pending further investigation by the State Fire 

Marshal’s Office.  

 

Two Fire fighters were treated for heat related illness.
